• Identifying the features of a multiple recount.
• Identifying the number of syllables in words.
• Reading in a phrased and fluent manner.

Follow-up activities

What do you like to do on the weekend?
Ask the children to work with a partner and share
what they like to do with their families on the
weekend. List these activities on a piece of paper.
Now give each child a piece of A3 paper divided
into two. Ask them to select two of their favourite
weekend activities, and draw and write about
them.

Comparisons
Ask the children to reread At the Weekend and
choose their favourite child in the story. Ask the
children:
What does this child do on the weekend? 
How does this compare with what you like to do on
the weekend?
Is there anything that you like to do that is the same as
the child in the story? 
What things do you do that are different to the child in
the story? 
Ask the children to draw two overlapping circles
(a Venn diagram) to show this information.

Miming your favourite weekend activity
Ask the children to think about one activity that
they like to do on the weekend. Select a child to
mime the activity to their peers. Other members
of the class try and guess what the child is doing.
The child who guesses correctly takes the next
turn to mime their favourite weekend activity.
